LONG SERVICE AWARDS

Conditions of Application
Below is the application form for Long Service Certificates for the Brass Bands Association of New Zealand (BBANZ).   Please note that any application must come with the Band Secretary’s signature before the certificate may be issued.  Secretaries please keep any application forms with your official papers. 

Main points are as follows:

· Long service certificates are issued by and at the expense of the Band nominating a person or persons for recognition. The nominees will be members of a registered band, either as a bands persons or official, and they will have completed 25 years service or more in member bands either as a bands person or an official or both. The cost for each application is $25.
· Any period of service in the armed forces of New Zealand or any Commonwealth country which has interrupted service with a band shall count as service with that band.

· If any question arises as to the eligibility of any person for a certificate, that question shall be settled by the Management Committee, whose decision in the matter shall be final.

· The Management Committee may award a certificate in exceptional cases where a person has ceased to be a bands person or official of a band but who has otherwise fulfilled the qualifications for the issue of a certificate.

· A certificate shall be awarded only on the recommendation of the band of which the applicant is or has been a member.  The band shall forward to the General Manager of the Association an application on the prescribed form setting out particulars of the applicant’s qualifying service duly certified by the secretary or another responsible official of the band.

· The application shall be dealt with following receipt of the application and the awarded certificate shall be signed by the National President and the General Manager. 

· The Management Committee may award certificates for further periods of years of service beyond the initial period of 25 years and upon application made in the same manner and subject to the same conditions as apply to the issue of certificates of service for 25 years, providing that after 30 years awards may be made for each successive 5 year period of service.

· The certificates shall be on the form approved by the Management Committee.

· The holder of any long service certificate shall be issued with a medallion and ribbon of approved colour and design for 25 years’ service and shall be issued with a bar or bars for any further periods of service as defined above.   The holder of any such medallion being a bands person in uniform shall be entitled to wear a ribbon of the approved colour on his/her uniform tunic together with star’s indicating he/she has been issued with certificates for further periods of service.

NOTES FOR THE WEARING OF MEDALS
ISSUED BY THE BRASS BANDS ASSOCIATION OF
NEW ZEALAND.
NOTE
The following are presented for periods of service to brass banding in New Zealand:

25 Years
one brooch with ribbon

30 Years
one 30 year bar >>>>
all bars should be worn as they are received and should be attached to your 25 year brooch ribbon.
35 Years
one 35 year bar.


45 Years
one 45 year bar.

50 Years  
one 50 year bar.

55 Years  
one 55 year bar

60 Years  
one 60 year bar.

65 Years  
one 65 year bar 


One 60mm length of ribbon is to be cut into two equal lengths of 30mm each.  To be folded in backwards at each end so that the face of the ribbon is exactly 10mm in depth and either sewn on the right breast of the uniform jacket or mounted on a strip of metal or other suitable material in brooch style for affixing to the jacket.  The second length is intended for a replacement ribbon, if required later.

Appropriate Stars for use with ribbons for uniform jacket.
NOTE:

Stars are to be worn as follows:
35 years
1 star in centre of the ribbon

45 years 
2 stars 

50 years 
3 stars

55 years 
4 stars

60 years 
5 stars

65 years 
6 stars

The ribbon by itself with stars, if any, will be worn with uniform only, and must not be worn with mufti.  The proper form when in mufti will be to wear the medal, attached ribbon with bars, if any, on the left lapel of a jacket or blazer.  The medal should be worn with uniform only when ordered.
